Re:  Update of AODA Customer Service Regulations Passed
The members requested that a hard copy of the regulations be printed and sent to them for review prior to the November meeting.  Ms. Severson will forward this information to the members.

Business Arising from the September 12, 2007 Meeting
5.1.1 Delegation to the Health Unit
The Committee agreed they would send a delegation to the November Health Unit Board meeting to request inclusion in the Health Unit’s newsletter.  The submission to the newsletter would outline who the Accessibility Advisory Committee of Leeds and Grenville is, what the Committee does, and its mandate.  It was thought that new initiatives could be introduced in each publication and would assist in communicating and educating the general public on disability issues within their communities.  A suggested byline for the submission was “Disability Talk”.
Mr. Thake added that there are other publications which could also be utilized by the Committee including municipal newsletter, etc.  The Committee agreed that other options for promoting the Committee would be further investigated as the process unfolds. 
5.1.2 Accessibility Advisory Committee Membership
It was reported that a By-Law to increase the number of members sitting on the Accessibility Advisory Committee from five to eight members to five to ten members will be presented at the October 18, 2007 Council meeting.
5.1.3 United Way Presentation Update
Mr. Green was directed to contact Ms. Baril, United Way Coordinator, to schedule a presentation on rural transit by the United Way at a meeting early in 2008.
6.0 New Business
6.1.1 Review of the Accessibility Advisory Plan for 2007


The members reviewed the proposed Accessibility Advisory Plan for 2007 and inquired as to whether the receptionist had been trained on the TTY communications system?  Mr. Shepherd responded that due to the receptionist’s position not being filled on a permanent basis, training had not occurred.  It was stated that someone in a managerial position should have this training and that more than one employee should be trained.


Local businesses in the area which use the TTY communications system include the TD Canada Trust Bank and the Upper Canada District School Board.  Mr. Shepherd will take this item to the Directors’ meeting for discussion.

The Committee agreed to review the Accessibility Advisory Plan for 2007 at the November meeting and give its final approval at that time.

7.0 Other Business 
7.1.1 Construction and Expansion at 25 Central Avenue West, Brockville

Mr. Shepherd provided an update on the construction and expansion at 25 Central Avenue West, Brockville.  Mr. Shepherd stated that fencing would be erected around the site and that all the handicapped parking would be situated in the front of the building.  Updates on the construction and expansion will continue to flow to the Committee as required.
