1.0 Call Meeting to Order

Staff Reports

5.0.1 Monthly Call Report – September 2008 

Chief Chevrier commented that the data on page one of the Monthly Call Report was incorrect and that the proper information would be distributed at the December Land Ambulance meeting.  He noted that the information being provided to the Committee will be two months behind until the electronic ACR data is available.  As per this report in regards to fuel expenses, the recent decrease in fuel cost will assist this budgeted item line. 
5.0.3 Fire First Response – September 2008 

Fire First Response calls continue to decline, mostly due to the new arrangement with the City of Brockville.  Fire First Response calls include the number of calls which were asked to stand down after initial issuance.  

By a show of hands the Monthly Reports for September 2008 and the Fire First Response Report for September 2008 were received and filed.

5.0.4 Kemptville Bases Update 

The current EMS Base in Kemptville was acquired in 2001 during the transition period of the devolution process.  It was a former Works Garage and is approximately 5300 square feet which is very large for its purposes.  The Municipality of North Grenville is constructing a new Fire Station on municipally owned property and has extended an invitation to the Counties with an option to purchase an adjacent piece of municipal property for a future EMS Station.  The sight for the new Fire Station is currently being excavated and conduit for a generator and sewer lines are being installed.  Staff would like the opportunity to meet with North Grenville’s CAO to discuss this matter further with a report being submitted at the December 2008 Land Ambulance Committee Meeting.

THAT the Land Ambulance Sub-Committee recommend to the Joint Services Committee to authorize the CAO and EMS Chief to enter in negotiations with the Municipality of North Grenville to investigate and acquire a long term lease agreement for the future Kemptville EMS Station and report back to committee with a recommendation.  Carried.
5.0.5 Elgin Base Report 

Chief Chevrier will present a report at the December 2008 Land Ambulance Sub-Committee in relation to the Elgin Base.
5.0.6 Helipad Report 

Chief Chevrier presented a report on the Helipad and the Brockville General’s Hospital’s request for the Counties to assume the ownership of the helipad.  The helipad was constructed in the Fall of 1997 under very wet conditions and there were concerns at that time of the helipad’s stability.  With the assumption of the helipad daily inspections and maintenance would become the responsibility of the Counties.  There is no funding through the provincial government or through the Ornge program for the continued up keep of the helipad which must meet strict regulations set by the provinces.

THAT the Land Ambulance Sub-Committee recommends to the Joint Services Committee to accept staff’s recommendation from the Land Acquisition Report dated November 4, 2008 regarding the transfer of ownership, operations and maintenance of the Brockville Medical Heliport.  Carried.
5.0.7 Update on New Local Ambulance Response Time Standards 
Chief Chevrier provided a brief update on the New Local Ambulance Response Time Standards meeting which was held in Kingston in conjunction with KCACC and the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care.  In 2010 the standards have to be in place.  Further details and options as to how the Counties may set their response times will be discussed throughout the EMS Service Delivery Review which will take place at the December 2008 Land Ambulance Sub-Committee meeting.  It was noted that the response times which are set by the Counties will be published and under public scrutiny so careful consideration will need to be taken in their development.
