Administrative Vehicle Trade Report
Chief Chevrier provided a brief overview of the Administrative Vehicle Trade Report noting that the decision to trade the V8 Ford Explorer for a V6 Ford Escape is to recognize gas efficiencies and cost savings.

THAT the Land Ambulance Sub-Committee recommends to the Joint Services Committee of Leeds and Grenville the authorization for the Emergency Medical Services Division to negotiate an equal trade for one V8 2007 Ford Explorer for one 2008 V6 Ford Escape to recognize efficiencies in operations due to rising fuel costs with no financial implications arising from the trade. Emergency Support Trailer Report
Deputy Chief Jones has been approached by local branches of the Royal Canadian Legion who have indicated there is a possibility of funding through the Royal Canadian Legion grant for medical supplies, equipment, etc.  Although the Counties have submitted an application for funding for an emergency support trailer through the JEPP program they feel it would be advantageous to also make a similar application to the Royal Canadian Legion for funding.  If both the JEPP and Royal Canadian Legion grants are approved the Counties would notify the Royal Canadian Legion and have the amount they requested adjusted.

THAT the Land Ambulance Sub-Committee recommends to the Joint Services Committee of Leeds and Grenville the authorization for the Emergency Medical Services Division to pursue through the Royal Canadian Legion grant process the donation of an Emergency Support Trailer.  Carried.

Replacement Policy for Radios Report
Chief Chevrier reviewed the Replacement Policy for Radios Report and a letter from the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care in relation to the Ministry’s decision to no longer cover the costs of radios and all associated equipment if an emergency medical services vehicle is involved in an accident or if equipment is lost or stolen.  The Ministry’s view is that each municipality’s insurance should cover the costs of replacement which could be as high as $25,000.  The Counties current insurance deductible is $10,000 and Mr. White commented that in most instances the entire radio system is not destroyed, but the portable system sustains the most likelihood of damage and the cost to replace would be paid by the Counties.

THAT the Land Ambulance Sub-Committee recommends to the Joint Services Committee of Leeds and Grenville to send a letter to the Minister of Health and Long-Term Care objecting to the process of a unilateral downloading of radio repair costs as was practiced by the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care. The PAD program in Leeds and Grenville is running smoothly with a total of fifty-four units placed throughout the County.  Leeds and Grenville has been recognized as having the most PAD units in their communities and offer the best training in Eastern Ontario.  The Heart and Stroke Foundation has contacted the Emergency Medical Services Division and indicates that an additional ten to twelve units will be made available to the Counties, bringing the total number of PAD in Leeds and Grenville to sixty-eight.
