Mr. Dishaw asked how the recent realignment of forestry from Ministry of Natural
Resources to the Ministry of Northern Development, Mines and Forestry will impact

the South Nation Conservation Authorityos
Hunter commented that there was very little change from an economic standpoint;

however, they now are required to deal with two Ministries whereas before there was

only one at the provincial level but that it is stronger for the industry.

Mr . Struthers comment ed t h gtesemdtionltoedhe Rublicappr

opportunities to educate all sectors of the population urging South Nation officials to
educate school children about the need to conserve forests. He added that the
upcoming 70" anniversary of Limerick Forest presents a new opportunity for tree
planting.

There was a brief recess at 10:55 a.m. with the meeting resuming at 11:05 a.m.

8.0.4.2 County Road 43 Corridor Master Plan 1 Verbal

AECOM made a presentation to the North Grenville Council on the evening of April 6,
2010 regarding the final recommendations from the County Road 43 Technical
Steering Committee regarding the four-laning environmental assessment. Of
particular interest concerning pedestrian safety was a Report from Waterloo Region
where there are 11 roundabouts. This was a region wide study and they found that
60-80 per cent of the pedestrian accidents that had occurred were at traffic signals
where pedestrians had the right of way. They concluded that roundabouts are much
safer than traffic signals for pedestrians. Mr. Shepherd commented that up until this
point in time, there has been no Ontario-specific data in this regard and that the
meeting had ended on a very positive note.

AECOM will be at the Counties Council meeting on April 22" and will be seeking
endorsement of the Technically Preferred Alternative for the County Road 43 Corridor.
Assuming Council endorses the report then there will be a 30 day notice to appeal
after which the environmental assessment is finished.

Mr. Struthers commented that the next step will be to consider how we finance this
project as it has a huge dollar value. Mr. Shepherd said that discussion at the North
Grenville meeting had noted that both the Provincial and Federal governments will
need to be involved in funding in order for this project to take place. Mr. Holman
suggested that the County realistically needs to consider development charges in
order to start to accumulate funds for this type of initiative.
